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for security, for society, and for state purposes. Security claims, while
often dubious in terms of the actual danger of migrants to host societies,
are some of the most frequently stated reasons for implementing harsh
control policies. Satisfying societal actors and groups who prefer less mi-
gration, either because of security concerns, fear of cultural influences, or
anxiety over labor market pressures, are at the forefront of government
concerns even in authoritarian states. Finally, state actors pursue policies
that will benefit themselves either formally or informally, personally or
collectively, i.e. producing legitimacy-satisfying society-or creating prof-
its for personal use or state budgets. Immigration control cannot be as-
sessed in its entirety without addressing the range of motivations of state
actors that result in possible alternate estimates of “success” when evalu-
ating policy outcomes.
