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EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear Readers!

The ninth year of the life of our journal is coming to an end. Having
started with trial and error in 2013, with the search for its special and
recognizable profile, in the last four years Siberian Historical Research has
certainly become an anthropological journal in which anthropology is
understood as broadly as possible, at least according to the Boas’s four-field
approach, which brings together sociocultural anthropology, biological, or
physical, anthropology, linguistic anthropology and archaeology.

In the Russian Science Index ranking (RSI) for “History. Historical
Sciences” category, having started from 42nd place in 2015, the journal was
consolidated in the top five in 2018-2020. In 2019 it even occupied the first
line of the ranking. Similar dynamics were observed for the RSI’s category
"Comprehensive Study of Selected Countries and Regions": in 2018-2020,
the journal ranked first and second here.

We also managed to consolidate the journal's position in the Scopus
database, where in both, internal and external, in particular, Scimago,
ratings, our journal has been steadily indexed at the Q2 level since 2016, and
according to the results of 2020 assessments it even ranked among the top
journals at the Q1 level.

Since 2020, the journal has been indexed in Web of Science. According
to the Journal Citation Indicator (JCI), in the category "History" the journal
Siberian Historical Research is in Q2.

It is unlikely that achieving all these high marks would have been
possible without the professional work of all the members of the editorial
board and reviewers, all those who are most rigorous in their scientific
evaluation of the submitted texts, all those who look for strong authors for
the journal, and, of course, without the authors themselves, who know they
will have to wait for over a year, if not longer, for their papers to be to
properly evaluated and published.

In my view, the publication of our journal on the basis of TSU is an
important but not the only aspect of the successful development of modern
anthropological thought in Tomsk, which has always been known for good
ethnography. The mega-project "Man in a Changing World. Problems of
Identity and Social Adaptation in History and Modernity," which I was lucky
enough to lead in 2013-2017, served as a basis for many important initiatives:
the journal Siberian Historical Research in its new specialization, the
Laboratory of Social Anthropological Research (http://Isar.tsu.ru/ru/), and then,
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in late 2017, the Department of Anthropology and FEthnology
(http://history.tsu.ru/node/5912). The intellectually rich Tomsk Anthropology
Forum of 2016 (http://Isar.tsu.ru/taf/ru/2016/) and 2018 (http:/Isar.tsu.ru/
taf/ru/2018/) also saw its beginnings in this mega-project. The right to hold the
Congress of Anthropologists and Ethnologists of Russia in 2021 can also be
considered as a sign of recognition of local successes in the development of our
discipline: it was the largest congress in the history of CAER, with more than
two thousand Russian and foreign scientists participating in its work
(https://aaer.co/xiv-%D0%BA%D0%B0%D1%8D%D1%80/).

However, all that does not mean that we have no problems. We have
many problems, yet they do not seem to be local at all, but rather are typical
for sociocultural anthropology (ethnology) in Russia as a whole. It is still
difficult to enrol in educational programs in the country where anthropology
does not exist as a profession. It is easy enough to award any academic
degrees to descriptive dissertations with close to zero scientific level, but it is
extremely difficult to build a dialogue with those who are called upon to
evaluate the quality of excellent dissertations and who, being empowered to
make the final decision, do not hear and, worse, do not understand or seek to
understand the language of contemporary analytically rich sociocultural
anthropology. Evaluating the quality of our scientific production remains an
extremely urgent problem. Here, by the way, we should rather think not
about "creditable" publication genres, asking empty questions such as
"which is more important - the book or the article?", but about how to ensure
high quality reviewing of manuscripts "at the entrance" (internal double-
blind reviewing) and "at the exit" (reviewing texts after they are already
published). It seems strange, but year by year it is becoming more and more
difficult to solve the problem of generational change and, accordingly, of
preserving young talents in science while for some reason unconditionally
preserving honorable and obscenely well-paid sinecures in institutes and
universities, which in general contributes to the slowdown of scientific
development. The list of painful issues could go on and on.

I very much hope that, with the help of our authors, we will be able to
reach a high-quality in-depth discussion of both the theoretical and
institutional problems of contemporary World and Russian anthropology.
This may require us to go beyond the usual four issues a year as early as next
year. We have such plans.

Next year is expected to be no less thematically and theoretically rich
than the previous year. We plan to discuss human potential, contemporary
old believers, memory and oblivion, cultural heritage, human interaction
with non-human entities, anthropological expertise, and a number of other
topics that will be addressed using mostly Siberian materials, but not only.
And, of course, we will continue to publish regular reviews and critiques of
significant anthropological books.
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On behalf of the editorial board and myself, I would like to thank all the
colleagues, authors, reviewers, and the staff of Tomsk state university
publishing house who have participated in the creation of the journal in
preceding years. I am sure that the journal Siberian Historical Research will
continue to successfully develop in the future.
