ACTIVE AGEING IN SIBERIA:
COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF REGIONS

The article provides the assessment of active ageing parameters for the regions
of Siberian Federal district with a rural-urban and gender breakdown. The re-
sults based on Active Ageing Index methodology confirm the gap between ur-
ban and rural areas (2.5 percentage points on average) and a gender gap
(2.12 percentage points on average).
